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JAI JEFFRYES is producer and pianist for Tangent Shores, a recording project devoted to original releases of new music. The first Tangent Shores CD, Amethyst, appears on the Composers Concordance Records label featuring nine exciting composers, both emerging and established. Amethyst is available from Naxos, iTunes, and Amazon. Fanfare Magazine writes, “Jai Jeffryes is clearly one of those pianists constitutionally incapable of unmusical playing.”

Jai's first CD, Hayner Resounding, featuress studio recordings of music of Schubert and Debussy that Jai has performed at the Hayner Cultural Center in Troy, Ohio, which Jai presents in tribute and thanks to Hayner and his hometown community. Of Hayner Resounding the American Record Guide writes, "These are gentle performances, all quite lovely and all played with affection...The Steinway D has rarely been treated with such respect." 

Jai has appeared in  recital at the Ambassador Auditorium in Pasadena, California, the Nicholas Roerich Museum, Spectrum NYC, and the Church of St. Stephen in New York, and with the Dayton Philharmonic Orchestra and the Columbus Symphony Orchestra.
